Remove stems from mushrooms and discard; slice caps. Place a large
nonstick skillet coated with cooking spray over medium-high heat until hot.
Add mushrooms and shallots; sauté 4 minutes or until tender. Add 1/4-
teaspoon salt, 1/8-teaspoon pepper, and port; cook 2 minutes. Combine
broth and cornstarch in a small bowl. Add to skillet; bring to a boil, and cook
1 minute or until thick, stirring constantly. Serve with venison. 25
