July: Summer Outdoor Work              by Marty Zaremba 
July and the hot weather are here.  I hope the storm damage from June has been repaired.  Boy, what a mess that was, and I hope 

July is kinder to us.  Don’t forget to line up someone to check on your yard if you leave for a week or two on vacation.  It will rain 
when and where you go for vacation.  It will not rain at home where your gardens are.  Make sure to give clear watering and 
maintenance instructions to your neighbor or relative.  But, do not expect too much expertise.  If you don’t want the roses watered on 
the foliage, you better make that very clear.  In the Navy we said, “If it doesn’t move, paint it battleship grey, and if it does move, 
salute it.”   Gardeners say, if it doesn’t move drown it, and if it does move stomp on it with those size 12’s.  The lawn mower should 
be set to cut the grass no lower than 2 inches.  

Sod can be installed in July if watering is not a problem.  Remove the weeds in the area to be sodded.  Break up the soil, usually 
with a roto-tiller.  Add some sphagnum peat moss and fertilize very lightly.  I always add a very light amount of super phosphate.  It 
will cut the rooting time almost in half.  If too much is used, you will burn the new roots.  Install the sod with the seams tight together 
and with good contact with the ground.  After watering the new sod, roll the area with a lawn roller.  As you roll the lawn, you should 
see the excess air burping out at every seam. 

Lawn and flower beds can benefit from a light fertilization.  It is your choice to apply either liquid or granular fertilizer.  I like to 
use a liquid fertilizer on newly planted flowers and use granular fertilizer on the lawn.  The granular fertilizer is less expensive and 
easier to apply. 

Plant some annuals to fill in voids after the perennials stopped blooming a month ago.  Go visit local community college gardens, 
botanical gardens or University trial gardens.  They can help with your choices of new plants and plantings.  Check and see if you can 

get access to Mich. State’s 700 acre Arboretum in the Irish Hills.  I took a plant identification course there after the move 
from Boston to the Detroit area.  I wanted to compare plants and trees between New England and the Midwest.  The 
Arboretum was fantastic.  If you’re trying to support tall growing flowers, don’t tie the stems too tightly.  You might 
try stakes or wire tomato cages.  If you fertilize the flower bed, wash the fertilizer off the plants.  If you don’t, and it 

rains, the plants will get a chemical burn.  Watch for Japanese beetles which show up this month.  Aphids and mites 
can seriously damage plants in a few days.  Insecticidal soap works on aphids, mite, thripes, whiteflies, plant bugs 

and lacebugs.  Some flower plants can be getting shaggy by now.  It would be good to prune or just give them a haircut 
before you leave on vacation.  It will take about two weeks for them to produce flowers.  So by the time you get back they will be 
looking better.  Try to take a bunch of your flowers to an ill friend. 

Shrubs should not be a burden.  They should mind their own business, grow in their own space and not grow taller than the flowers 
behind them.  Shrubs can’t make that choice.  It’s our job to buy the right plant for a particular situation.  Select the correct shrubs and 
they will not outgrow their situations.  They will not have serious disease or insect problems.  Don’t plant Euonymus Elatus under 
windows and complain when they grow above the window sill.  If Euonymus Elatus Nana (nana means dwarf) was planted, the 
maintenance would be almost nil.  If your shrub plantings are causing you a headache, find out why and make changes. 

July is a good time to plant shrubs.  Shrubs are one of the most important elements of your landscape, they can help guests find 
your front door.  They can prevent kids from peeping in your windows.  If planted at the corners of your house, or anywhere there are 
straight vertical lines, they will soften the first impressions for the visitor. 

Don’t fertilize shrubs in July.  For the most part, they are finished growing and forcing new growth now might result in injury next 
spring.  Use Seven to control Japanese beetles.  They are slow moving, metallic green and bronze in color.  They chew the outside 
edge of leaves and give them a laced appearance.  You might cover berry plantings to prevent the hungry birds from eating the fruit 
before you do.  Some kind of netting will do the job.  Prune yews and junipers with hand snips, don’t shear them unless they are part 
of hedges.  You should cut out the longer branches, creating evenly spaced holes to allow air and light to enter the plant.  Remove all 
dead wood. 

Don’t fertilize trees in July.  This could interfere with the start of dormancy.  Trees that are not completely dormant at the start of 
winter can suffer during severe winter cold.  By the third week of July most new growth especially in the trees has stopped.  They are 
providing shade and taking a break.  The leaves are still busy taking water and raw minerals from the soil and producing sugar and 
carbohydrates to be sent down to the root systems.  The roots will store the sugar until next spring when a new growing season begins 
and is needed for flowers and new leaf buds.  Remember, trees provide a cooling effect around your home.  If they shade the house, 
they lower the heat load and the air-conditioning cost.  They provide areas of shade and comfort so we can sit or play in the 
yard without being cooked. 

Remove suckers or water sprouts from all your trees.  They interfere with good branch structure and sap the energy 
from the rest of the tree.  If insects are a problem, think long and hard.  Some of the insects you kill might be a natural 
enemy of another insect and you will upset the balance of nature.  Usually people will spray and kill ladybugs (ladybird 
beetles) for example.  The ladybugs eat a lot of insects, especially the cottony maple scale.  If I get a call about trees 
covered with a lot of cottony splotches, you can bet someone nearby, had a yard full of large trees sprayed.  Some 
communities and large subdivisions will put out a bid for companies to spray for Dutch Elm disease or the Emerald 
Ash borer.  Usually they don’t add a 2% acaracide or mitacide to the bid, because it will cost a little more.  Two to 
four weeks after the spraying, there will be a dramatic rise in the populations of  Cottony Maple scale, Fletcher scale, 
Oyster Shell scale, Magnolia scale and European Elm scale, to mention a few. 

Be careful when mowing or weed whipping around your trees.  The lawn mower can cause bark damage and 
over a period of time the weed whipping will chew up the bark.  These injuries will let in cankering diseases that will 
slowly kill the tree.  It will get warmer, so enjoy the green beans and tomatoes.  Pick some apples from your trees.
