ARTICLE 3, MEMBERSHIP
Section 1

(Current Verbiage)

Membership in this Association shall be limited to the following nine categories known as:
"Regular”; "Working"; "Senior"; "Disabled"; "Honorary"; "Semi-Active"; "Probationary"; and "Life"
members and Associate members.

(Proposed Change)

Membership in this Association shall be limited to the following Ten categories known as:
"Regular"; "Working"; "Senior"; "Disabled"; "Honorary"; "Semi-Active"; "Probationary"”; "Life"
members, " Associate” members, and "Conditional" members.

(Proposed Addition)

1-J "Conditional members" shall consist of any person who has applied to membership to the
Association and paid their respective application fee, but has not been inducted as a probationary
member. "Conditional" members shall have no voting rights in the Association. They will be
allowed to accrue hours towards their probationary membership requirements.

ARTICLE 7, DUES AND ASSESSMENTS
