Tracey noted the following: Tracey provided a copy of the
minutes from the November 2010 Board Meeting for review.
Cal Kittinger/Mick McCanham moved to accept the
November 2010 minutes as printed.

Various B.O.D. members expressed the need to poll the
entire Board for expenditures. WITHOUT OBJECTION
Dave also noted that budgets are due by next Wednesday.
Texas Hold’em netted over $3,200. Received asphalt bill for
$83,405. Project will be completed in the spring.

Dave noted that increased profits in membership dues,
along with Haunted Forest and The Multi-Laker have really
helped this year, however the kitchen and bar and fundraisers
are down dramatically as compared to the prior year’s period.
Dan Peltier/Russ DeVriendt moved to receive and file the
October Treasurer’'s Report. Discussion followed. WITHOUT
OBJECTION. Dave noted at the end of November, the overall
P&L presents 2010 YTD with a surplus of $38k as compared
to the prior year’s period.
