OCTOBER: FALL OUTDOOR WORK By: Marty Zaremba

October can be an exciting month. The small game season started a couple of weeks ago. The bow season has started and we
will start to see some frost. The days will become crisp and clear. The nights will become cool. This combination makes for a
great display of color before the freezing weather brings an end to our growing season. Take notice of the plants that tolerate the
frost better. Plants that can stand a little cold could be planted in early spring.

By the end of the month, a few annuals will be the only remaining plants in the annual garden. Climbing roses and large
flowered clematis should be taken down from their trellises. Remember the weeds will go to seed now. Remove any remaining
weeds from the gardens. If possible, collect and save the seeds from your annuals for next year. They need to be kept in a dry,
cold place for the winter.

If you intend to bring any of your annuals indoors, don’t bring spider mites in with them. Insecticidal soap will control these
pests if you spray the undersides of leaves. Pinch back long shoots to force some branching and stop that spindly look. 1f some
of your garden flowers are still in good shape, pick them when the flowers are fully open. Tie them in loose bundles and hang
them upside down into a warm, dry place. Once they are dry, use them for the upcoming holidays.

You can tell its fall and hunting season when you smell burning leaves. If you can’t burn in your neighborhood, remove the
large volumes of leaves and bag or compost them. Don't leave them on the lawn. They will bring voles, moles and smother the
grass. Be careful about planting grass now., the seeds may germinate, but may not survive the winter. | used a product called
PennMulch. After you prepare the area and sow the seed rake with a leaf rake. Turn the rake over and rake one row at a time.
Then go over the same row from the opposite direction. Then apply the PennMulch, WhICh is |n a peIIet form Apply it to cover
50% of the soil surface. When water is applied the pellets swell and cover . : : -
about 100% of the surface. The pellets contain a little starter fertilizer. | have
been very pleased with the results. Sod can be put down until the ground
freezes. Water as necessary - don't let the seed or sod dry out, but don’t over
water either. Fertilize with a high nitrogen fertilizer at a normal rate.

If the lawn is growing, mow it. The lawn should not go into the winter,
long or tall. Tall grass will lay over under the snow and encourage fungus
such as Dollar Spot, Fusarian Blight, Snow Mold or Powdery Mildew. If you
have lilacs at the edge of the lawn, try to control excessive moisture in this
area and control the Powdery Mildew with a fungicide such as Captan or
Zineb.

October is a great time to plant shrubs. If you would like a few
suggestions, try one or two fothergillas. It is hard to drive through an area =
and not look twice at smoke bushes. The spindle tree, better known as burning bush, is always a good choice. The burnmg
bushes require a lot of sunlight to bring out that bright red color. Remember to remove the burlap & twine after placing the plant
in its hole. Only water the newly planted shrubs. Only prune damaged branches. Heavy pruning could remove outer foliage that
has hardened off for the winter. The newly exposed branches could suffer from winter kill. You may consider spraying the new
plant with an anti-desiccant such as Wilt-Pruf. Now would be a good time to support upright evergreens that are spread apart
and are damaged by snow or ice. Use twine or burlap. Try to keep burlap and plant from touching. The contact will cause a
wicking effect and could do as much damage as the west wind. Do not use plastic. The winter sun will be magnified by the
plastic and burn the plants. | wouldn’t be too concerned about insects. Most insects die with a hard freeze and the dropping of
the leaves. Take care of scales and the eggs of aphids and mites in the spring, using dormant oil.

Less and less green chlorophyll is being produced by the tree’s leaves now. The red, orange and yellows will start to show.

The autumn leaves are pretty, but don't forget, soon we will have to rake them up. Fallen leaves are a valuable source of organic
matter. They can be chopped with a mulching mower and left over the roots of trees where they will recycle nutrients and add
organic matter to the soil. As mentioned earlier in this article; if there are too many leaves, collect them and add them to the
compost pile, or spread them over the vegetable garden.

Balled and burlap wrapped trees can still be planted. Dig a generous hole. Plant them with the top of the ball at the level of
the yard. Remove as much of the twine and burlap as possible. Water enough to displace most of the unwanted air. Top off the
settled hole with enough soil to make a saucer-like lip around the tree. Water again. Don’t mulch too heavy. The voles will crawl
under the heavy mulch and chew the bark off the tree. Voles like to chew on fruit trees, young shade trees and pines.

Prune dormant shade trees now. Wait for January or February to prune fruit trees. You can prune apple, crab apple and pear
about mid-winter. Wait until just before peach trees bloom to prune them. Keep your pruning tools sharp. Sharp tools will
make the work easier on you, and nice clean cuts on the plants. When I prune with hand snips, | keep a sharpening stone in my
pocket. Asyou prune, and your tools dull, se the stone to dress the blade’s edge. But remember, this will give you a very sharp
edge and could be dangerous for your fingers. It would be a good idea to wear gloves during the sharpening process.

When most of the leaves have fallen and all growth has stopped, you might consider fertilizing large trees. This must be done
before the ground freezes. Properly fertilized trees should be good for 3 to 4 years. Don't fertilize evergreens. If you insist on
doing it, make your holes 3 or 4 feet beyond the drip line. If the fertilizer is put on the evergreen’s roots, there is a good chance
that the tree will die.
